Undoubtedly. the prolonged. economic recession in the European Union had a major impact on both the labour
market and the social fabric of the EU. The sharp increase in unemployment rates of all age groups. mainly in
young people and other vulnerable social groups. such as NEETs. namely young people (aged 15-24) Not in
Education. Employment or Training. had a clear effect on the deterioration of their life course and the rise of their
degree of precarity. increasing the risk of poverty or social exclusion, especially, in the European South. as in
Greece. The paper deals with the state of play regarding young people, and especially NEETSs in both the EU and
Greece. It initially focuses on the definitional issues and the theoretical insights concerning the socially vulnerable
group of NEETSs and the potential parameters of ending up a NEET. Further, the paper aims at bringing to the fore
the regional dimension of the issue and focusing on the relation between youth unemployment and NEET rates.
Additionally, based on a recent EEA-funded large-scale Project entitled "NEETs2’ (EEA Grants/GR07-3757), it
proceeds to the analysis of some of the key quantitative and qualitative findings regarding the impact of the multi-
parametric economic recession on NEETs™ and, in general, Youth’s employability and life course in Greece,
including evidence-based insights on their survival strategies and public trust.

Moreover, being NEET among older participants was associated with severe symptoms of
anxiety and moderate/severe symptoms of depression.

Limitations: This was a telephone survey and a clinical evaluation of the patients was not performed.
Furthermore, the structured interview was not designed to detect the level of substance use or the reasons for
being NEET.

Conclusions: NEET status is frequent among young Greeks. Older, and long-term NEETs appear to be at higher
risk for presenting anxiety/depression symptoms. Whether NEET status is associated with adverse outcomes later
in life requires longitudinal studies.

evolution of social vulnerability remains a largely unexplored area that merits
further investigation and analysis in a crisis-ridden country of the European
South. The paper aims to study how social vulnerability has evolved in Greece
from 2008 to 2017 using secondary data and descriptive statistics that focus on
five key variables (disposable income, education, employment, gender, urban/
rural environment) for a better understanding of the domestic social
vulnerability dynamics in a period of stark contrasts. Overall, our findings
demonstrate an increased risk of social exclusion and a widening of inequality
and poverty rates during the stated period.
